Pickups 
come in the shape of a pair of custom-
wound Jason Lollar humbuckers and the 
proprietary electrics include the MOJO™ 
Analog Spectrum Modeller, a custom-
made potentiometer that opens up  
a wide spectrum of rocking tones.
